Pirate Treasure is a listing of scholarship applications available from Mrs. Budar, College Counselor in the college center for graduating SPHS seniors.  
To obtain an application, seniors simply complete an application request form available in the college center or may download a ‘Pirate Treasure Scholarship Request Form’ attachment.  
On the request form, seniors will indicate which application(s) they are requesting by writing in the application file number (located left of the scholarship name), the name of the scholarship, and student class schedule. Once the request form is completed, students’ will leave the form in the drop off box, and we will duplicate the requested applications and deliver the applications to the students’ classroom. 

Seniors: be courteous, if an application requires information from Mrs. Budar or your counselor (GPA, rank, SAT scores, etc.) you are to request the information a minimum of one week prior to the deadline for processing, since all scholarships are advertised at least a month prior to due dates.  If you are planning to wait until the last minute, there will be no guarantee we will be able to assist you and you may miss the scholarship opportunity.  Also, submit the application a week before the due date to be sure the organization will receive the application.
